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Abstract

The talk will discuss Bayesian learning from a decision theoretic point of view.  A cumulative loss function is constructed which relates pieces of information to an unknown parameter of interest.  When the parameter is that of a probability distribution and the information are samples from the distribution then the Bayesian learning process can be recovered via suitable choices of loss function.  More general ideas are discussed.
