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Abstract
In a comparison pitting one object against another, the Bradley-Terry model assumes that each object has some ‘ability’ and that the odds of one object winning over the other can be modelled by the ability ratio.

Practical application of the Bradley-Terry model has motivated several extensions over the years, such as allowing for contest-specific variables, allowing the ability to depend on covariates, and accommodating ties.  

This talk will review some of these extensions and introduce the BradleyTerry2 package for R designed to facilitate the estimation of extended Bradley-Terry models.  A number of practical applications will be presented and future developments will also be discussed.
